The Christian Roots of Americaôs  
Longing for Liberty - Part 2 

     
By the time of the American Revolution, 1776, our 
nationôs founders embraced Freedom of Religion 
as an essential condition of a free and democratic  
society.  
  

James Madison, often called the Father of the Constitution, 
described conscience as ñthe most sacred of all propertyò and 
ñthe Religion then of every man must be left to the conviction 

and conscience of every manéò

George Washington wrote 

that ñthe establishment of Civil and Religious Liberty was the 

Motive that induced me to the field of battle.ò

   Thomas 

Jefferson assured the Ursuline Sisters - who had been serving a 
mostly non-Catholic population in Louisiana since 1727 by 
running a hospital, an orphanage, and schools - that their  
Ministry would be free "to govern itself according to its  
own voluntary rules, without interference from the civil  

authority.ò

Therefore, when the Bill of Rights was ratified in 1791,  
religious freedom had the distinction of being the First  
Amendment.  Our founders believed religious liberty is,  
indeed, the first liberty.  The First Amendment guarantees, 
ñCongress shall make no law respecting an establishment of 
religion, or prohibiting the free exercise thereof.ò 
     
Recently, in a unanimous Supreme Court judgment affirming 
the importance of the First Freedom, Chief Justice Roberts 
explained that religious liberty is not just the first freedom for 
Americans; it is the first in the history of democratic freedoms, 
tracing its origins back to the first clauses of the Magna Carter 
of 1215.  Chief Justice Roberts cited an 1806 judgement  
involving the first Catholic bishop in the U.S., in which James 
Madison stated, the ñscrupulous policy of the Constitution is 
guarding against a political interference with religious affairsò 
and this prevented the government from rendering an opinion 

on Church matters.

Our American heritage and most cherished freedom is  
Freedom of Religion because if we are not free in our  
conscience and practice of religion, all other freedoms are 
fragile.  If our obligations and duties to God are contradicted 
by the government, then we can no longer claim to be a land  

of the free, and a beacon of hope for the world.
